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Tall Grass Policy

Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to establish a procedure to be followed in the event that a homeowner is neglecting the care of his lawn.  Grass is considered to be too long when it exceeds a height of eight (8) inches.  This would include anything within a “lawn” area - front, side, or back yards - such as grass, weeds, or any other type of unkempt vegetation.

One warning per calendar year is all that is allowed.  After that warning is issued by first class mail sent to the homeowners address on file with the Property Manager, any additional notifications of violation within the same calendar year shall be assessed a fine as spelled out below.

Issuing complaints

A complaint may be submitted to the Property Manager by way of e-mail to architecture@longmeadowHOA.com, or by e-mail or fax directly to the Property Manager (see information below).

The complaint must specify the date and time of the viewing as well as the address of the home in violation.  It must also include a photograph illustrating the violation with some sort of reference point in the picture, i.e. house foundation, tire, mailbox, or measuring stick.  A picture of the grass alone is not sufficient.  The Property Manager needs to be able to determine from the picture that the grass does, indeed, exceed the allowed height.  “Love Grass” in the Rossington area is exempt from this height limit, except in the case of excessive weeds.  It was designed to prevent slope erosion.

HOA volunteers will take action when possible, but there is no required timetable for volunteer action.  This policy further empowers Longmeadow homeowners to police their neighborhood for tall grass violations and subsequently report them and follow through.

Issuing notices


After the initial warning is mailed by first class mail, any additional complaints will be treated as a fineable offense and notification will be mailed by certified mail.  Additional complaints can be submitted every 72 hours until such time as the violation is corrected.  Notices will not list the complainant.

Fines

First calendar year violation – no fine.

Second and subsequent violations - $30 per violation for each 72-hour period the violation is reported and not corrected.  Notices to be sent by certified mail.

Challenges


In the event that the homeowner found in violation challenges the fine, the HOA may be required to furnish the submitted image(s) that initiated and/or continued the violation.  The homeowner must show just cause as to why they should not be fined.
